By water, you can reference 
NOAA chart No. 11378; the marina is in the northwest corner of 
Pensacola Bay on Bayou Grande. The coordinates for the No. 
1 channel entrance marker is 30 degrees 22.23 minutes north 
latitude and 87 degrees 15.40 minutes west longitude.
